Always arrive at least
ten (10) minutes prior to the scheduled departure time. We are closed on New Year’s Day, Good Friday, Memorial Day, July 4th,
Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas.

Express offers a deviated fixed route
service to the citizens of Covington,
Clifton Forge, and Iron Gate.

A fare
of fifty cents ($.50) per trip is charged
and must be paid when boarding the
bus. EXACT CHANGE IS REQUIRED.
Children under the age of six (6) years and
accompanying an adult ride at no charge.
Individuals who are ADA certified may
request the van to deviate off the route to
make pick-ups and drop-offs. The distance
of deviation may not exceed 3/4 of a mile
off the route.
