Surface Transportation Program (RSTP) projects approved by the MPO Board on May 23, 2013. The
TIP is also being amended to reflect changes in transit funding as a result of MAP-21. A portion of
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Section 5307 funding will be used for preventative maintenance and
transit enhancements.

Public comments on the TIP Amendment are currently being accepted. A public hearing on the TIP
Amendment will take place during the MPO Policy Board meeting on August 22, 2013 at 1:00 p.m.
